Applications are invited from aspiring eligible candidates for admission to Ph.D. program in 

Engineering and Technology, Pharmacy, Basic Sciences (Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics), 

English, Humanities and allied programs of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Technological 

University. This document contains seven pages. Please read carefully content on all pages. 

Candidate shall be admitted to Ph.D. program by a two-stage process through:  

a. Entrance Examination, which shall be a qualifying test. The Entrance Examination 

will be of 100 marks with multiple choice type questions through Paper 1 & Paper 2 

b. Personal Interview of candidates qualifying the Entrance Examination. 

 

1) Eligibility for admission to Ph. D. Program: Candidates fulfilling the following criteria shall 

be eligible for DBATU PET 2025. 

a) A 1-year/2-semester Master's Degree program after a 4-year/8-semester bachelor's degree 

program with Research/Honors or a 2-year/4-semester Master's Degree program after a 3-

year Bachelor's Degree program or qualifications declared equivalent to the master's degree 

by the corresponding statutory regulatory body, with at least 55% marks in aggregate or its 

equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed. 

OR 

Equivalent qualification from a foreign educational institution accredited by an assessment 

and accreditation agency which is approved, recognized or authorized by an authority, 

established or incorporated under a law in its home country or any other statutory authority in 

that country to assess, accredit or assure quality and standards of the educational institution. 

b) A candidate seeking admission after a 4-year/8-semester Bachelor's degree program as per NEP 

2020 should have a minimum of 75% marks in aggregate or its equivalent grade on a point scale 

wherever the grading system is followed. A relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may 

be allowed for those belonging to SC/ST/DT-A/NT-B/NT-C/NT-D/ SEBC* & OBC (non-creamy 

layer if applicable)/Differently-Abled, Economically Weaker Section (EWS) and other categories 

of candidates as per the decision of the UGC from time to time. 

c) Candidates who have completed M.Phil. program with at least 55% marks in aggregate or its 

equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed or equivalent 

qualification from a foreign educational institution accredited by an assessment and 

accreditation agency which is approved, recognized or authorized by an authority, established 
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or incorporated under a law in its home country or any other statutory authority in that country 

to assess, accredit or assure quality and standards of educational institutions,  

A relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed for those belonging to 

SC/ST/DT-A/NT-B/NT-C/NT-D & OBC (non-creamy layer if applicable) / Differently-Abled, 

Economically Weaker Section (EWS) and other categories of candidates as per the decision 

of the State / Central Government / UGC from time to time. 

 

2) Exemption from appearing in Written Test of Entrance Examination: 

Candidate/s fulfilling following conditions are exempted only from written test part of 

PET:  Those who qualify fellowship/scholarship in UGC-NET/NET­ LS/UGC-CSIR, 

NET/SET /JRF / SRF/ ICAR/ ICMR/DET/DST/CEED, GATE, GPAT & similar National 

level tests with a valid score. 

All candidates (exempted and not exempted from written test) need to appear in interview 

for eligibility of admission.

The syllabus for subject specific test is in line with UGC-NET/NET­ LS/UGC-CSIR, NET/SET /JRF /  

  SRF/ ICAR/ ICMR/DET/DST/CEED, GATE, GPAT & similar National level tests.  

Paper–I & II: All questions shall be with multiple options & each correct answer carries 1 Mark.  

Candidate need to score minimum 50 % marks in Paper 1 & Paper 2 to qualify for Interview.  

Merit list shall be based on composite score consisting of (i) 70 % weightage to the total marks 

in Paper 1 & Paper 2 of Entrance Examination and 30 % weightage to the marks for the 

performance in the interview/viva-voce conducted by the University, and (ii) For candidates 

exempted from written test as per Pt. No. 2:  70 % weightage for test score and 30 % weightage 

to the marks for the performance in the interview/viva-voce., conducted by DBATU 

A relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed for those belonging to 

SC/ST/DT-A/NT-B/NT-C/NT-D & OBC (non-creamy layer if applicable) / Differently-Abled, 

Economically Weaker Section (EWS) and other categories of candidates as per the decision 

of the State / Central Government / UGC from time to time. 

DBATU may decide the number of eligible students to be called for an interview based on the 

number of Ph.D. seats available.

5) Fees 

6) Duration of the Programme: Ph.D. Programme shall be for a minimum duration of three (3) 

years, including course work, and a maximum duration of six (6) years from the date of 

admission to the Ph.D. programme.  

6.1) A maximum of an additional two (2) years can be given through a process of re-

registration as per the Statute/Ordinance of the DBATU; provided, however, that the 

total period for completion of a Ph.D. programme should not exceed eight (8) years from 

the date of admission in the Ph.D. programme. 

6.2) Provided further that, female Ph.D. scholars and Persons with Disabilities (having more 

than 40% disability) may be allowed an additional relaxation of two (2) years; however, 

the total period for completion of a Ph.D. programme in such cases should not exceed 

ten (10) years from the date of admission in the Ph.D. programme. 

      6.3) Female Ph.D. Scholars may be provided Maternity Leave/Child Care Leave for up to 

240 days in the entire duration of the Ph.D. programme. 

7) Ph.D. through Part-time Mode  

Ph.D. programmes through part-time mode will be permitted, provided all the conditions

9)  General Instructions for DBATU-PET 2025 

 

8.1) Eligibility and Application: 

• Candidates in the final year of the qualifying examination may apply for PET. Admission 

is subject to passing the qualifying exam with the required minimum percentage. 

• Applications are valid for a maximum of three subjects/specializations per candidate. 

Separate application forms and fees must be submitted for each subject/specialization. 

• Candidate willing to appear for more than one subject / specialization shall submit separate 

forms with requisite fees. Paper I shall remain common for such candidates. Paper II and 

interview need to be attempted separately as per subject / specialization. Candidates 

qualifying in PET for multiple subjects can pursue Ph.D. admission in only one subject. 

8.2) Examination Results: 

 Results will be declared as Qualified or Disqualified. No marks will be displayed. 

• Grievances and Decisions: 

The University’s decision on any disputes or grievances will be final and binding. 

• Facilities and Financial Support: 

Admission does not guarantee hostel facilities, scholarships, fellowships, or financial  

support. Separate processes govern such benefits, if applicable. 

 

8.3) Application Process: 

• It is the applicant's responsibility to ensure eligibility and submit required documents. 

• False claims or concealment of material facts will lead to cancellation of admission. 

• No printout of the application form or documents is required to be submitted prior to 

offer of admission to PhD Program. One set of photo copy of all relevant documents and

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original application form with NoC shall be submitted at the time of admission. Original 

documents must be presented for verification at the time of admission process. 

• Incomplete or Late Applications: 

Applications that are incomplete, missing documents, or submitted after the deadline will  

  be rejected without explanation. 

• No Modifications after Submission: 

Information submitted in the online application cannot be changed afterwards. 

• Entrance Examination Language: 

The exam will be conducted in English for all faculties. 

• Reservation: As per Government Policy 

a. Changes in reservation policies due to government decisions will apply. 

b. Candidates from reserved categories outside Maharashtra will be treated as Open Category 

8.4) Vacancy and Supervisor Allocation: 

a. Ph.D. seat vacancies are likely to change. 

b. Admission is contingent upon the availability of guide/s. 

c. Final admission is dependent on mutual satisfaction of candidate and the supervisor. The 

University does not guarantee supervisor allocation in all circumstances. 

8.5) Validity of Results: 

DBATU-PET 2025 results will be valid for Ph.D. admissions conducted in 2025 only. 

8.6) Website Updates: 

Candidates are advised to regularly visit the University website for updates regarding 

eligibility, vacancies, and other admission-related details. Individual correspondence may 

not be done regarding the admission procedure.  

8.7) Instructions:
