year. Following are the benefits of Food Conservation-:

1. To prevent food from destroying — Seasonal foods like fruits
and vegetables are available in large quantities at the time of]
production. If they are preserved at this time, they can be
saved from destruction. For example, potatoes are available in
large quantities at the time of production. Due to a lack of
proper methods of preservation, lakhs of tonnes of potatoes rot
and get destroyed every year.

2. Long-term protection of food — Food can be preserved for a
longer period by preserving it. For example, keeping fruits and
vegetables safe for a longer period by drying them.

3. Bring variety in food - To make the diet interesting, it is
necessary to bring variety to it. The diet can be easily varied|
by using different methods of preservation. For example,
variety can be brought into the diet by including jam, jelly, jam,
chutney, pickles etc.

4. Convenience for transportation of food — Food can bel
preserved and easily transported from one place to another,
For example, preserving tomatoes in the form of tomato puree,
sauce, chutney etc. and transporting them from one place to]
another.

|India is bearing the double burden of malnutrition, which means that
both undernutrition and overnutrition are widespread in India. So
many nutritional problems prevail in India like I.D.A, Vitamin A
deficiency, Kwashiorkor, Marasmus, Obesity etc.
lron Deficiency anaemia (IDA): It is the most common nutritional
disorder in the world and is prevalent in developed and developing
countries. If iron is deficient in the blood, haemoglobin cannot be
produced, resulting in anaemia. According to the World Health
Organization (W.H.O.), the level of haemoglobin in the blood of
women and children is 12 mg per 100 ml. Should be. If there is a
significant decrease in this level, symptoms of anaemia start
appearing. The main reasons for the occurrence of this disease
are-

e Due to blood loss during delivery.

e Due to excessive bleeding in an accident or excessive blood

donation.

e Due to stomach worms (hookworms) or diarrhoea.
Symptoms of Anaemia:
Physical fatigue, shortness of breath after doing some work,
headache, dizziness, weak eyesight and laxity of the patient. Apart
from this, complaints
of sleeplessness, low appetite, difficulty in digesting food or
heartburn.
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
