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Ques 37. When India became independent, it was quite backward in economic
and political terms. Also, the international conditions were such that India found
the policy of non-alignment meaningful. India started the Non-Aligned Movement
with the third world countries. The Non-Aligned Movement is a movement of
those non-aligned countries, which are trying to fulfill their interests by staying
away from bloc politics.

The following are the reasons for India adopting the peolicy of non-alignment:

1. Economlc reconstruction- Due to being a victim of colonial exploitation
for a long time and the partition of the country, the economy of India
had become badly disorganized. In such a situation, it was necessary to
develop the country economically and this work could have been done

easily without joining any bloc.

2. Independent policy-making- If India had joined any bloc by not adopting
the policy of non-alignment, then it would not have been able to
formulate an independent foreign policy, because it would have had to

formulate its policy in the interest of that bloc.

3. Sense of security If India had joined the American bloc or the Soviet bloc
by adopting the policy of non-alignment, it would have had to work for the

secunty of that bloc. This would have created its own securnty problem.

Ques The goals and objectives of the foreign policy of the state are decided
on the basis of its national interests. This also applies to India. As far as the
goals and objectives of India's foreign policy are concemed, scholars have

different opinions on this. The objectives of India's foreign policy on which all

scholars agree are as follows-

1. Security- Security as an objective of foreign policy is a self-evident
element, because it maintains termtonial unity and integnty. The ongoing
political instability in the Indian subconlinent is a senous threal to India’s
security. From this point of view, India's securty is not limited to India
alone, but it also ensures the security of the entire subcontinent. India
has always opposed such policies which worked to weaken the security
of this region.

2. Economic development- Economic development is an end in itself, but it
is also a means to establish and strenglthen demaocracy. Pt. Nehru believed
that a strong economic system is essenlial to make democracy successful.
For this, he considered planned economic development essential. For
economic development, India depends on technical and capital assistance
from developed countries. One of the reasons for India adopting the poficy
of non-alignment has also been that economic and technical assistance
should be taken from whichever group 1s available for economic

development.
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3. International peace- India can develop itself only in a peaceful
environment, therefore, foreign policy makers have worked to promole
international peace. India has supported peaceful resolution of international
disputes. India had taken the Kashmir issue to the United Nations for a
peaceful solution. Apart from these, there have been two other objectives
of Indian foreign policy-

1. Providing freedom to the common people- Indian foreign policy has
always strived to provide freedom to the common people. For this, India
has supporied the freedom movements started by the people of Asia and
Afnca and has opposed the policy of racial discnmination.

2. Protection of the interests of people of Indian origin living abroad- It
has always been the endeavour of Indian foreign policy makers to protect
the interests of people of Indian ongin living abroad. This question
became important when the governmenis of many countries began 1o

disqualify people of Indian origin and started making laws against them.

The birth of regicnal parties is the main expression of regional aspirations.
There have been many reasons for the origin and development of regional

parties in India; such as-

1. Geographical reasons- Many differences can be seen in India from the
geographical point of view. The geographical conditions of the country
have kept some areas separate from other areas of the country. Even
sometimes different geographical conditions can be seen in the same
stale.

2. Religious reasons- People of many religions live in India. It has often
been seen that when people of a particular religion are in large numbers
in a region, political ambitions are born in them. In such a siluation, the
leaders of that particular religion form regional parties on the basis of
religion 1o get public support; Like Akali Dal and Shiv Sena

3. Economic Reasons- In India, not only before independence, but even
after it, some regions developed more and some developed less,
because the politicians who came to power, paid full attention to the
development of their region, due to which other regions lagged behind in
the race of development. Later, the people of such regions became

aware and formed regional parties for the development of their region.
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Uttarakhand Kranti Dal came inte existence demanding the development

of the hilly region in Uttar Pradesh.

Due to this
matenalislic thinking, Western society has exploited nature
indiscriminately,

2. Population growth- In the last 50-60 years, the world's population has
increased very rapidly. Due to the high population, there was a need for
more food, clothing and shelter. To {fulfill these needs, more land, water,
wood, raw material and food grains were used. This promoted the
indiscriminate use of natural resources.

3. Deforestation and soll erosion Deforestation started to fulfill the basic
needs of the person. Which started soil erosion. Due to continuous
deforestation, the incidence of floods has increased and bicdiversity has
decreased. Due to deforestation, the amount of carbon dioxide in the

atmosphere has increased and this has polluted the environment.

3. Forest and wildlife conservation It is necessary lo ban the indiscriminate
cutting of forests for the conservation of the environment, because deforestation
increases the rnisk of soil erosion and floods etc. Also, conservation of wildlife iIs
also necessary, because their destruction disturbs the natural balance.
Therefore, it is necessary to ban the cutting of trees and hunting of wildlife.

In fact, in practice, world culture is the westem culture,
which the non-western countries are imitating.

3. The labour market has become global. People of one country are going
to another country in search of employment. Brokers and agents are
active in labour exporting countries to meet the demand of the labour

markel.
