SECTION A: Reading

1. Read the following passage carefully and answer the questions that follow:

Passage:

No concise statement of the political philosophy of Confucius has come down to us, but it is

possible to reconstruct its main outlines. Clearly, he believed that government should be

aimed at bringing about the welfare and happiness of the whole people. This, he thought,

could be done only when the government was administered by the most capable men in the

country. Such capability has nothing to do with birth, or death, or position, but solely a

matter of character and knowledge. These are produced by proper education. Education

should therefore be widely diffused so that the most talented men in the whole population

might be prepared for the business of the government. And the administration of the

government should be handed over to such men, without regard to their origin.

Answer the following questions in about 40 words each:

(a) What should the government aim at?

Solution:

The government should aim at the welfare and development of its people, ensuring equal

rights, access to basic resources, and opportunities for progress. It should focus on the

overall betterment of society, including health, education, and economic growth.

Quick Tip

Governments are expected to serve the needs of citizens by focusing on development,

equality, and social justice.

(b) Who should administer the country?

Solution:

The country should be administered by elected representatives who are accountable to the

people. This typically includes the executive (Prime Minister and Cabinet), legislature, and

judiciary, all working together to ensure the country’s governance is fair and just.

Quick Tip

In a democracy, power is vested in the hands of elected officials who are accountable to

the public.

(c) Why should education be widely diffused?

Solution:

Education should be widely diffused because it empowers individuals, promotes social

mobility, and contributes to the overall progress of society. Accessible education helps create

an informed citizenry capable of addressing societal challenges and contributing to economic

growth.
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Quick Tip

Education is a key tool for achieving societal equality, reducing poverty, and enhancing

national development.

(d) Who should be handed over the administration of government?

Solution:

The administration of the government should be entrusted to the elected representatives, who

are chosen through free and fair elections. These individuals are responsible for making

decisions on behalf of the people and ensuring that governance is in line with democratic

principles.

Quick Tip

The administration of government is a critical responsibility and should remain account-

able to the people through elections.

(e) i) Find the word from the passage that means ‘competence’.

Solution:

The word ”competence” from the passage refers to the ability to do something successfully

or efficiently. The word in the passage equivalent to ”competence” is “proficiency” or “skill”

based on the context.

Quick Tip

Look for words in the context of the sentence that imply ability, skill, or qualification,

as these often serve as synonyms for competence.

(e) ii) Which phrase in the passage means ‘be given to’?

Solution:

The phrase in the passage that means “be given to” is ”entrusted with.” This phrase indicates

the assignment or delegation of responsibility to someone.
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Quick Tip

The phrase “be given to” can be synonymous with “entrusted with” when referring to

the allocation of duties or responsibilities.

(e) iii) Which word in the passage is the opposite of ‘collectively’?

Solution:

The opposite of ”collectively” in the passage is ”individually.” While ”collectively” refers to

acting together, ”individually” refers to acting separately or independently.

Quick Tip

Opposites like ”collectively” and ”individually” often indicate actions taken as a group

versus actions taken by a single person.

SECTION B: Writing

4. Choose the correct option to answer the following questions:

(a) A government by officials is called:

(i) Autocracy

(ii) Theocracy

(iii) Democracy

(iv) Bureaucracy
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Correct Answer: (iv) bureaucracy

Solution:

A government run by officials who carry out administrative work, as opposed to elected

representatives or monarchs, is known as a bureaucracy. In this system, power is vested in

unelected officials, typically civil servants.

Quick Tip

Bureaucracy refers to a system of administration in which the rules, regulations, and

procedures are highly structured, and officials are appointed based on expertise.

(b) The phrase ‘set in’ means:

(i) to stop

(ii) to produce

(iii) to begin

(iv) to move

Correct Answer: (iii) to begin

Solution:

The phrase ”set in” typically means to begin or to take hold. It is often used to refer to

something like a season or condition that starts to be felt or noticed. For example, ”The cold

weather set in early this year.”

Quick Tip

”Set in” is commonly used when describing a situation or condition that starts or be-

comes established.

(c) The synonym of ‘diminish’ is:

(i) defeat

(ii) dwindle

(iii) endeavour

(iv) both (ii) and (i)
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Correct Answer: (ii) dwindle

Solution:

”Diminish” means to reduce or lessen in size, amount, or importance, and the synonym for

this is ”dwindle,” which also means to decrease or shrink gradually.

Quick Tip

”Diminish” and ”dwindle” both refer to the act of reducing or decreasing over time.

”Endeavour,” however, refers to an effort or attempt, which is not synonymous.

(d) Which of the following sentences is/are correct?

(A) You, he and I are good friends.

(B) Except he all were present.

(C) I, who is your teacher, will teach you.

(D) Waters are necessary for human beings.

(i) Only (A)

(ii) Both (B) and (D)

(iii) Only (B)

(iv) Only (C)

Correct Answer: (i) Only (A)

Solution:

Sentence (A) is grammatically correct. Sentences (B) and (C) are incorrect due to the use of

improper grammar and construction. Sentence (D) should be ”Water is necessary,” as

”water” is uncountable.

Quick Tip

In English, ”water” is uncountable, so ”waters” is incorrect in this context. ”You, he,

and I” is the correct order in formal writing.

(e) The antonym of ‘rigorous’ is:

(i) fast
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(ii) sacred

(iii) pleasure

(iv) simple

Correct Answer: (iv) simple

Solution:

”Rigorous” refers to something harsh, severe, or strict. Its antonym, ”simple,” means

something uncomplicated or easy, which contrasts with the intensity or strictness implied by

”rigorous.”

Quick Tip

”Rigorous” and ”simple” are opposites in terms of complexity and difficulty. ”Rigor-

ous” implies thoroughness or harshness, while ”simple” implies ease and simplicity.

5. Answer the following questions:

(a) Change any one of the following into indirect speech:

(i) “Who are you, sir, and why are you here?” he asked the gentleman.

Solution: He asked the gentleman who he was and why he was there.

(ii) The old woman said to me, “I lived here with my servant for a week.”

Solution: The old woman told me that she had lived there with her servant for a week.

(b) Combine any one of the following as directed:

(i) He admitted his error. He expressed his regret. (Into Simple Sentence)

Solution: Admitting his error, he expressed his regret.

(ii) This is the place. Here I was attacked by robbers. (Into Complex Sentence)

Solution: This is the place where I was attacked by robbers.

(c) Transform any one of the following as directed:

(i) Kolkata is the biggest city in India. (Into Positive Degree)

Solution: No other city in India is as big as Kolkata.

(ii) No sooner did the train stop than I got down. (Into Affirmative Sentence)

Solution: As soon as the train stopped, I got down.
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(d) Correct any one of the following sentences:

(i) The Manager deprived the Principal with all powers.

Solution: The Manager deprived the Principal of all powers.

(ii) Neither food nor water were given to me yesterday.

Solution: Neither food nor water was given to me yesterday.

(e) Use any one of the following pairs of words in your own sentences to make the

difference in their meanings clear:

(i) Canvas — Canvass

Solution:

Canvas: The painter used a large canvas for his masterpiece.

Canvass: Volunteers went door to door to canvass for votes in the election.

(ii) Illusion — Allusion

Solution:

Illusion: The magician created the illusion of a floating table.

Allusion: The poem contains an allusion to Greek mythology.

Quick Tip

7. Answer the following questions in about 40 words each:

(a) What does every other family do in Firozabad?

Solution:

In Firozabad, every other family is involved in the glass-blowing industry. They make

bangles, which is their traditional occupation, despite poor working conditions and low

wages. The city is infamous for child labor in this hazardous profession.

OR

Why do the celebrities, who have become the victim of interview, despise it?

Solution:

Celebrities despise interviews because they consider them an unwarranted intrusion into their

private lives. They feel that interviews distort their words and often portray them in a

negative light, causing misunderstandings and controversies.

Quick Tip

(b) What was the pride of the author Douglas and why he subdued it?

Solution:

Douglas’s pride was his determination to conquer his fear of water after a traumatic

experience. He subdued it through rigorous practice and sheer willpower, eventually learning

to swim and overcoming his fear.

OR

Why did Gandhi chide the lawyers of Muzaffarpur?
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Solution:

Gandhi chided the lawyers of Muzaffarpur for charging high fees from poor peasants. He

believed that it was their moral duty to serve the oppressed without exploiting their financial

conditions.

Quick Tip

responses.

8. Answer any one of the following in about 80 words:

(a) Why was Kathamangalam Subbu considered No. 2 in Gemini Studios?

Solution:

Kathamangalam Subbu was considered No. 2 in Gemini Studios because of his exceptional

creativity and loyalty to the boss. He could turn any challenging situation into a solution with

his talent for storytelling and problem-solving. Subbu’s ability to contribute to the studio’s

success made him indispensable.

OR

(b) What are the instances in the story ‘The Rattrap’ that show the character of the

iron master is different from that of his daughter?

Solution:

Solution:
